But his parents hesitated for him to be left alone with her; he         

was only four and they wanted to be nearby  to supervise his visits.  He kept        

begging to have some quality time alone with her so one night his parents       

finally relented.  The boy tiptoed into her room next to his sister's crib with          

parents peering through the slit in the door and listening in, they heard him 

say:       "Tell me about God - I'm starting to forget."
