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Advent Experience 
The Shepherds had heard about Jesus, they were well informed, but 

when they met Jesus personally, in that simple manger where they 

had been invited, that was when they were transformed.  
 

The Danish theologian, philosopher and author Soren Kierkegaard (1813-
1855) talked about two kinds of religion.  He referred to them as Religion 
A and Religion B. The first is "faith" in form only (II Timothy 3:5). It's the 
practice of being religious, with a probability of attending church, having        
a religious formality, but without a genuine faith connection with Jesus 
Christ. 
 

Religion B is a life-transforming, direction-changing revolutionary           
experience. It's a definite sold-out commitment to the crucified and risen 
Savior, which establishes an ongoing personal relationship between a  
forgiven sinner and a gracious Father God.  What I see God doing in our 
Church Community is experiencing this Life Religion B.  It is more than 
exciting because it is real. 

 

British writer C.S. Lewis (1898-1963) had great difficulty in becoming a 
Christian for years. Formality religion had blinded him. According to his 
brother Warren, his conversion experience was, "No sudden plunge into  
a new life, but rather a slow, steady convalescence from a deep-seated 
spiritual illness - an illness that had its origins in our childhood, in the dry 
husks of religion offered by the semi-political churchgoing, and the similar 
dull emptiness of compulsory church during our school days."
